THE CHRISTIAN EVANGELISTIC MISSION’S CHARGE TO THE ENTIRE GRADUATION CLASS OF MAY 2008
This challenge given is for the graduation class of the Doctorates of Preaching May 2008 for you to fulfill your duties as believers in the Lord Jesus Christ. 

Eph 4:11 - And He gave some as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers,
Eph 4:16 - from whom the whole body, being fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, according to the proper working of each individual part, causes the growth of the body for the building up of itself in love.

As believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, your spiritual gift of Pastor Teacher or Evangelist should now be recognized by all as being one of the significant members of the body of Christ. All of you are responsible for your personal spiritual growth as a member of the Royal Family of God, the church itself.  Your responsibilities, duties and spiritual rewards have now been manifested by God.  Each of you have been strengthened spiritually by the Lord because he considered you faithful and has accepted each of you into His service as members of His Royal Family – of which – you are now a working, serving, loving member; therefore; my friends in Christ, you are charged with the responsibility, as the word of God directs, for all that are part of His Holy Royal Family; and I remind you, “kindle and stoke the fire” underneath the Spiritual Gift imputed to you directly from God the Holy Spirit, which has been freely given to you and now recognized by all.  For God has given you the power and love and discipline. (2 Tim 1:6,7)
Teaching and Preaching God’s Love, which is the core of the Christian Way of Life must always be present in your presentations of the truth and the gospel of our Lord, remembering that it is the Lord that placed you into His Service. Part of the fulfillment of that Christian Service, with the opportunity of receiving the teaching of the Doctorate of Preaching as part of the assignment through the Satellite Seminary DVD Program, is to be His Servant, one of His Sheep, in His Service full time, In His Plan to fulfill the purpose He has given you for your life.
Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners through His Grace and as a result of God’s Love.  You must always remind others of God’s Love, His mercy, His Grace and that the only way anyone can be transferred to heaven, at the appropriate time, is for them to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ as their Savior – that He was crucified for all sin and He rose on the third day and now sits at the right hand of our Father.  Remember the Cross always, and that our Lord suffered on the Cross as a result of our sins and he paid for all sins in full during those final three hours while hanging there on the cross for six hours at the fateful hill of Golgotha.  Let everyone you have the opportunity to present the truth and the gospel to, know that sin is not the issue in salvation – but faith is – to believe on the Lord Jesus Christ is the only issue in salvation – faith alone in Christ alone.
As a soldier in the Camp of Christ Jesus each of you will suffer hardships, difficulties and much sorrow while on this earth but always maintain your faith and your trust in God and be a good soldier trusting in God to fulfill all your needs.  Do not become entangled in the affairs of everyday life but concentrate and depend on your constant companion, the Word of God.  Each of you have been entrusted to teach, to preach, evangelize and to manage others in the Truth of our Lord; therefore, be faithful in doing so.  I urge each of you to be good soldiers in the active service of God and go about enlisting and encouraging others to join the Camp of our Lord by being spiritually prepared to recruit them at all times – night and day, while working or relaxing, while being happy or sad, or even while in a state of morning or thanksgiving – in any case always give thanks to the Lord.  If you are presenting the gospel accurately while filled with the Holy Spirit, you will be successful, whether the hearer reaches a state of efficacious grace or whether he fails to realize that grace – it is by his own volition if he fails and by means of the Holy Spirit if he has perceived the gospel message you have given and takes that step of faith to believe on our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  
Always remain obedient to your Master according to His Word, with complete total respect and humility.  Do not condition your testimony on the Word of God as men would like to hear but as the Will of God mandates. 
Finally, my friends in Christ, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of His might.  Put on the complete armor of God, reinforce your soul with accurate doctrine, the truth, and be filled with the Holy Spirit by constantly using 1 John 1:9 which is the only method after sinning to return to being in fellowship with Him.  In doing these things you will have clothed yourself with truth, you will be wearing the Breastplate of the righteousness of God, your feet will be fitted with detailed preparation of the gospel, and above all you will have properly used the shield of faith, whereby you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.  Know also that you will always wear the helmet of salvation, and properly use the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God:  

By fulfilling this charge you will fight the good fight, you will be awarded the Crown of Righteousness, you will receive double blessings from God and finally you will hear the wonderful word’s of God when he makes the pronouncement to you personally – “Well done my loyal and faithful servant”.
