OT-5112: Genesis-Song of Solomon    

Professor: Gary W. Derickson, Ph.D. 
Description:

This course is a first section of a content study of the Old Testament. The student will learn a basic outline to each book, matters relating to authorship, date, recipients, theme, and other introductory matters, as well as the general content of each Book. 
Rationale:

As a knowledge of the content and message of the Old Testament is essential for all biblical, theological, and practical studies, this course lays a foundation upon which other studies may build to achieve this Seminary’s goal of preparing students to serve God.

Prerequisites:

Recommended Materials:

(1)   The lectures by Dr. Derickson on DVDs,

(2) 176 pages of handouts related to a study of the Books covered in this course.

(3)
  Recommended: The Nelson Study Bible.

Requirements:

The DE student is not required to do the RRR discussed in the lectures.

(1) Read Genesis-Song of Solomon

(2) View those lectures covering Genesis-Ruth and take notes. Master the content of the handouts for those Books (pp 1-86). 

(3) Do the same for the lectures and handouts on 1 Samuel-Song of Solomon.

(4) Write a research paper of 15-20 pages on The Documentary Hypothesis. 
Sources--are quality sources used in a sufficient number, and does the writer indicate an understanding of them comprehension--is it clear that the writer grasps issues related to the topic and to the discussion?

Structure-- Is it obvious that the writer knows how each part of the paper relates to other parts and to the whole, and do the combined parts present a strong argument for the thesis?

English usage--Are correct spelling, grammar, and punctuated used?

SBL Style--Does the writer follow the guidelines in the SBL Handbook of Style and in the Seminary Supplement to that?

All work should be completed within 12 weeks of the reception of the syllabus and the DVDs and the Handouts. Keep copies of written work. God bless your study.
