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SYLLABUS

DISTANCE EDUCATION

OT-5113: Isaiah-Malachi    

Professor: Gary W. Derickson, Ph.D. 
Description:

This course is a content study of the Old Testament from Isaiah through Malachi. The student will learn a basic outline to each book, matters relating to authorship, date, recipients, theme, key people and events, and other introductory questions, views on key passages, as well as the general content of each book.

Prerequisites:

While normally the doing of OT Exposition I would precede this course, that is not an absolute requirement.
God and Rationale:

Knowledge of the content and message of the Old Testament is absolutely essential for all Biblical and theological study and development.  Therefore, students will begin to become familiar with the prophets message in order to appreciate more the fulfillments of these prophesies in the new Testament and better understand issues being addressed by the various views within the body of Christ.  
Objectives

The student will:

1. evidence an understanding, by two written examinations, of all issues mentioned under “Description,” above,

2. demonstrate the ability, through a major writing project, to do graduate level research and to report that research in a manner and style required by this Seminary.

Recommended Materials:

(1)   The lectures by Dr. Derickson on DVDs,

(2) 62 pages of handouts of Dr. Derickson.

(3) Recommended:  The Nelson Study Bible and the Libronix Digital Library are recommended,

(4) The student6 is advised to have a manual of the Chicago style of writing research papers as  Turabian’s or Slade’s, the SBL Handbook and Supplement to that, a good dictionary, Roget’s Thesaurus, and a grammar of the English language.  
Requirements:

(1) Read Isaiah through Malachi twice in two translations, and indicate this as being done on the final exam,
(2) Grasp the handouts and lectures by Dr. Derickson,
(3) The Distance Education student is NOT required to complete the “Reading, Research, Response” assignments, 

(4) Instead of the RRR, the DE student is required to submit a research paper of about 25 pages, total, double-spaced, which exegetically and theologically argues that the prophets of the Old Testament teach either Premillennialism, or Postmellennialism, or Amillennialism.

The paper will be carefully evaluated on five equally weighed criteria: (1) ENGLISH USAGE: Does the student use proper spelling, punctuation, grammar, diction, and paragraph? (2) FORMAT: Does the student follow required style as exemplified in Turabian and SBL? (3) STRUCTURE: Does the student by his or her use of headings indicate an understanding of how each part of the paper relates to other parts and to the whole, (4) COMPREHENSION: Does the student evidence an understanding of his or her sources and of issues cognate to the topic, and is the thesis statements adequately defended? (5) SOURCES: Does the student use quality sources in a sufficient number?
