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SYLLABUS

DISTANCE EDUCATION

TH 5322: Apologetics and World Views

Professor: Joseph Holden, Ph.D. (in progress)   
Description:

This course is a study and defense of Christian Theism with attention to the relationship between faith and reason, natural theology, and philosophical theism.

Rationale:

As the stated mission of this Seminary is to strengthen beliefs, this course, which attempts to enable students to defend Christianity, is an important area of study.

Requirements:

1. View Prof. Holden's lectures taking copious and careful notes ; after making copies submit these notes for evaluation;

2. Read, at a mastery level, Boa and Bowman chapters 1-11;

3. Do the same for chapters 12-23;

4. Write a research paper of 20-25 pages on this issue:

As we do not have the autographa of the New Testament, but only have copies

of them, and as these copies have many differences , how is it reasonable for us to make the New Testament our authority over Christian beliefs and practices ?

This paper will be equally evaluated on these criteria.

(1) Sources – Does the writer use quality sources, suitable for a graduate paper,                                    in a sufficient number, and are these sources clearly understood by the writer? 

(2) Comprehension – Is it evident that the writer has a good grasp of issues relevant

to the topic and to the discussion in the paper?

(3) Structure – Is it clear that the writer knows how each part of the paper relates to

other parts and to the whole, and do the parts cumulatively make a strong argument for the thesis?

(4) English usage – Are the spelling, grammar, and punctuation correct?

(5) SBL Style – Does the writer follow the directions in the SBL Handbook of Style and in the Seminary Supplement to that?

All work for this course should be completed within 12 weeks of receiving the syllabus and DVDs. Make copies of all written assignments before submitting them.
